Transportation Goals, Objectives and Strategies

Buffalo Trace Regional Transportation Committee

Goal:

Promote regional transportation planning practices that will provide the most efficient, feasible and safe movement of people and goods through the Buffalo Trace Area Development District.

Objective:
Support and promote development of major corridors through the region.
Strategies:   
Coordinate with adjacent ADD transportation committees and Highway Districts 6 and 9.
a.  Continue to research and recommend the feasibility of an improved north and south corridor.  
b.  Support the east/west corridor (AA Hwy) with continuous planning and increase involvement with improving safety.   
c.  Work with the existing regional transportation committee’s long range planning process to generate citizen interest in project and promote and publicize need for project.

d.  Coordinate with adjacent ADD transportation committees and Highway Districts 9 and 6.

Objective:
To encourage continued improvement to the area’s highway system.

Strategies:
Support projects listed for engineering and construction in the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet’s Six-Year Plan and Long-Range Plan.

a. Continued identification and evaluation of local and regional needs; and prioritization of such needs.

b. Coordinate with planning agencies, ADD’s and Highway Districts on projects that continue from previous plans.

c. Continue to ensure highway projects that relate to all land uses (residential, commercial, industrial, and recreational.)

d. Provide an improved system of principal arterials serving interstate and intrastate needs.

Objective:
Improve and expand scope of aviation services available in the area.

Strategies:
Assist and support the efforts of the Fleming-Mason Airport to obtain funding, available through the Federal Aviation Administration Airport Improvement Program and other potential funding sources, necessary to make needed improvements.


Continue to support all efforts to increase the capacity of the Fleming-Mason Airport.  Assist with identification of needs and coordinate long-range plans with the Buffalo Trace Regional Transportation Committee.

Goal:
To encourage and promote regional transportation planning practices that allow for sustainable growth and economic development in the Buffalo Trace ADD.
Objective: 
Continue to support all efforts that lead to three and four-lanes along the “AA” Highway (KY 9) in Bracken, Lewis and Mason Counties as the region’s major east/west corridor.  
Strategy:
Coordinate planning activities with Northern Kentucky, Gateway, Bluegrass and FIVCO ADDs.
Objective:
Continue to investigate the opportunities for a Regional Port Authority.

Strategy:
Coordinate planning activities with KYTC to develop an active Regional Port Authority.

Objective:
Encourage the continued maintenance of the existing roadways to increase the flow of goods and services to improve the economic situation in the BTADD region.

Strategy:
Work with all agencies (KYTC, Dept. of Commerce, etc) to improve the employment and economic statistics in the BTADD region.

Goal2:
To encourage and enhance public transportation development and use.

Objective:
To increase funding for all public transportation this will increase bus and ferry rider ship and reduce patron travel times.
Strategy:
Work to prioritize the plight of public transportation and support the Kentucky Public Transit Authority.

Objective:
To provide a regional transit system that connects the Buffalo Trace region.

Strategies:
Identify, evaluate and prioritize the needs of the public transportation interests.


Work closely with transit operators and providers.

Objective:
Increase involvement with Public Transportation Initiative to provide necessary transportation for multiple purposes.

Strategy:
Support Licking Valley Community Action Program for the Buffalo Trace Area Development District (Region 16).

Strategy:
Support Lewis County Interagency Council Program for transportation to and from work. 

Objective:
Increase involvement with the development of bikeway and pedway planning as well as trail projects in the region.

Strategy:
Support projects in the planning stage to include consideration for bikeway and pedway facilities as well as the National Recreational Trails Program for trail development.
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
